Introduction of New Members – Mr. Smith welcomed two new members to the EDC, Sally Haulman and Jesse Levy.  

Spring Meet and Greet Recap – The Spring Meet and Greet was held on Thursday, April 19, 2012.  It was hosted by BPG Properties, and held at their 1000 Floral Vale Boulevard location.   Mr. Smith noted that the number of attendees was not very different from previous meet and greets.  He suggested that the EDC might want to consider different formats for future events, to attract greater participation.    Mr. Smith expressed appreciation to the two LMT Supervisors who had attended, Mr. Stainthorpe and Mr. Benedetto.   
Online Map and Directory – The Online Map was approved by the Board of Supervisors at their April 18, 2012 meeting.  LMT’s changes to the map have been made and forwarded.  Mr. Smith noted that anyone interested in seeing how a live map works, can check out Crown Point, Indiana.   The LMT map will be live within a few days.  

Collateral Material – Mr. Stainthorpe said that he would like to raise LMT’s profile with recruiters looking for locations for businesses; he wants LMT to be a place where businesses want to locate.  To that end, Mr. Smith suggested that, as a first step, the EDC develop materials to highlight LMT.  He would like to have the materials ready by the end of 2012.  He provided a brochure that could be used as a model for LMT’s information and asked that each member of the EDC identify a piece they will be responsible for writing.  Mrs. Haulman volunteered to take the overview, Ms .Osofsky took transportation, Mrs. Fine Levy housing and real estate, and Mr. Levy economics.  Mr. Smith has some LMT information on hand which he will forward to the EDC.

Business List Management – Mr. Smith noted that the EDC has been working with the Township’s list of businesses which have received fire alarm permits.  He will send that list to LMT’s Tax Collector, Becky Cecchine, who will update it with information she has on her files.  In addition, Mrs. Osofsky had provided lists which she got from a service.  Mr. Smith will get the 19067 list from the map vendor.  He will zip all the lists together and send to Mr. Levy, who is proficient in Excel, for review.   

Supervisors’ Liaison Report – 
Aria Hospital - Mr. Stainthorpe gave an update on the Aria Hospital project; a decision is due from the Zoning Hearing Board in July.

Bright Farms – Bright Farms has been approved by the BOS and should be up and running in the Fall.  

Satterthwaite House – The BOS is moving forward on the sale of the Satterthwaite House.  It was previously on the market but the Township received no bids; in the meantime, permitting has been made  less restrictive.

Financial Services – The Township is reviewing all financial services to see if they can be done more  efficiently and/or cheaply.
Other Business – Mr. Smith mentioned that EDC elections were not held in January as is normally done, but will be held in July.  He will not be able to attend the June meeting and asked Mrs. Osofsky to lead the meeting in his absence.  Mr. Smith will send out a reminder and agenda and the March and May meeting minutes.

Mr. Smith asked that everyone check their info on the contact list and let him know of any changes.  

With no further business to discuss, the May 22, 2012 meeting of the Economic Development Commission was adjourned at 8:40PM.  The next meeting of the EDC will be held on Tuesday, June 26, at 7:30PM, at the LMT municipal building.
