Review of Summary Minutes from the January 24, 2012 Meeting – The January 24, 2012 minutes of the Economic Development Commission were approved unanimously, as written.

LMT BOS Voted to Expand the EDC from Five to Seven Members – The Board of Supervisors voted on February 15, 2012 to expand the Economic Development Commission from five to seven members.  

Spring Meet & Greet – Thursday, April 19, 2012 with BPG Properties – The EDC Spring Meet and Greet will be hosted by BPG Properties and held on April 19, from 5:30-7:00PM, at 1000 Floral Vale Blvd., in the Floral Vale Professional Park.   Mr. Smith suggested that invitations should be mailed.  He will provide the labels and members of the EDC volunteered to stuff the envelopes.  He wants to invite elected officials who will be introduced by Mr. Stainthorpe.  Mr. Smith has requested that BPG provide information about the office space market.
Online Map and Directory – Mr. Smith and the representative from the City Map Project have reached agreement on LMT’s online map.  All businesses will receive a free listing, with a link to the location on the map and then to the business website, if the business has a website.  For $99/year, it will go to the LMT website hosted on their server.  A banner ad is $1,500/year.  For this project, a minimum of 10 businesses will be required to buy banner ads.  Mr. Smith suggested that we will probably need to include Newtown, Yardley and Morrisville to have enough business names.  Mr. Smith will present this to the BOS at an upcoming meeting; he will contact Mr. Fedorchak to determine the best date.
Collateral Material – Mr. Smith distributed copies of the Newtown, Connecticut Fact Sheet, as an example of a model the CTC could use in developing materials for LMT.  The members agreed that this is a good place to start and discussed the things they liked and didn’t like about the model.  Mr. Kuszmar will follow up on getting more information from commercial realtors about how site selectors choose their sites.  
Supervisors’ Liaison – Mr. Stainthorpe updated the EDC on:

· The Supervisors’ choice of engineers
· Bright Farms’ interest in growing organic produce year-round and selling it through McCaffrey’s 
· The interest of the Bible Fellowship in buying land from LMT for expansion
· The possibility of using Bouchet & James’ Planning Dept. for input on the sr. center site
With no further business to discuss, the EDC meeting was adjourned at 8:25PM.  The next meeting of the EDC will be held on Tuesday, March 27, 2012, at 7:30PM, at the LMT municipal building.
