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1.0 What is an ADA Transition Plan?

The Americans with Disability Act (ADA) is a federal civil rights law that mandates equal
opportunity for individuals with disabilities to help build a better community for all of us. The
ADA encompasses all types of disabilities and includes requirements for facilities, parks,
programs and services.

The purpose of this document is to provide a plan for the Parks and Recreation Department
within Lower Makefield Township to better serve the community.

This plan will:

e Identify physical barriers that limit the accessibility of its programs and activities to
individuals with disabilities.

e Describe methods that will be used to remove barriers.
e Provides a schedule for taking the steps necessary to achieve compliance.
e Identifies the city official responsible for implementing.
e Provides information on how to file a grievance complaint.
2.0 History

Lower Makefield Township has a rich history of compliance with ADA, particularly when it
comes to building new facilities. Now, through the Commission for Accreditation Parks and
Recreation Agencies (CAPRA) process it has been identified that the Township does not have a
formal ADA transition plan to repair all of our amenities and ensure that they are accessible and
inclusive.

In 2020, the Parks and Recreation Department requested the aid of the Township Disability
Advisory Board (DAB) to take on creating this project. The DAB then took on the task of
identifying barriers within the park system in order to improve Parks and Recreation services to
residents with disabilities and users of the parks. Together, the Parks and Recreation Department
and the DAB developed the document you are reading today.

3.0 Identifying Physical Barriers

In the past, the DAB has used feedback from residents allowing them to identify changes that
will make the Township more accessible. This form can be found by clicking the following link
https://73e.756.myftpupload.com/wp-content/uploads/2016/09/DPAB-Survey-2016.pdf.

Using the information, they had from past feedback the DAB elected to assign different members
of the Board to different parks and reported back to the DAB at their monthly meetings. The
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DAB members were tasked with Disability Assessment addressed issues such as accessibility of
all recreational spaces in LMT and identify barriers that may exist for people with disabilities.
This took a few months of work but after the entire board was comfortable with the review, they
submitted it to the Parks and Recreation Department as an official document.

4.0 Identifying Priorities

There are three categories that will help determine project priority; location, access and cost
which is demonstrated in Appendix B. The tables below list priority given to all structural and
nonstructural barriers for programs, services and amenities for parks and facilities.

In Table 1 barrier removal priority for parks, the Disability Advisory Board determined the top
priority is accessibility into and throughout the park. Outdoor recreation access routes include
paths that connect and provide access to elements within the park.

Table 1: Barrier Removal Priorities for Park

Inaccessible approach and exterior, parking, routes from public rights
of way/sidewalk, public transportation, building entrance, and
exterior doors. Township should take measures to provide access to a
place of public accommodation such as parks and recreation facilities
from public sidewalks, parking, or public transportation. Exterior and
accessible routes should be safe and useable by persons with
disabilities, including pedestrians requiring use of mobility devices.
These measures include, for example, installing an entrance ramp,
sidewalks, widening entrances, and providing accessible parking
spaces.

Inaccessible playscapes, sports courts and pools. The Township
should take measures to provide access to those areas where goods
and services are made available to the public. These measures
include, for example, installing ramps, curb cuts, and sidewalks.

Inaccessible public toilet rooms. The Township should take measures
to provide access to restroom facilities. These measures include, for
example, removal of obstructing furniture or vending machines,
widening of doors, installation of ramps, providing accessible
signage, widening of toilet stalls, and installation of grab bars.

Inaccessible drinking fountains, grills, picnic tables, seating,
concession stands. The Township should take any measures necessary
to provide access to the goods, services, facilities, privileges,
advantages, or accommodations.

Lack of access to other goods and services. The Township should take
any other measures necessary to provide access to the goods, services,
facilities, privileges, advantages, or accommodations. Since not all
barriers must be removed in order to provide program access, those
barriers that limit access to public programs, services, and activities
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are given priority. These criteria should also be used for prioritizing
the removal of barriers in future projects.

In Table 2 Barrier removal priorities for facilities, the Disability Advisory Board determined the
top priority is accessibility into and throughout the facility. These elements include exterior
routes of travel and accessible routes of travel. This includes a continuous unobstructed path
connecting accessible elements and spaces in a building or between exterior elements of a
facility, improve a path of travel to the portion of the facility where program activities take place
(for example, parking, walks, ramps, stairs, doors, corridors).

Table 2: Barrier Removal Priorities for Facilities

Inaccessible approach and exterior, parking, routes from public rights
of way/sidewalk, public transportation, building entrance, and
exterior doors. The Township should take measures to provide access
to a place of public accommodation such as parks and recreation
facilities from public sidewalks, parking, or public transportation.
These measures include, for example, installing an entrance ramp,
widening entrances, and providing accessible parking spaces.

Inaccessible interior routes, interior doors and reception areas. The
Township should take measures to provide access to those areas
where goods and services are made available to the public. These
measures include, for example, adjusting the layout of display racks,
rearranging tables, providing Braille and raised character signage,
widening doors, providing visual alarms, and installing ramps.

Inaccessible public toilet rooms. The Township should take measures
to provide access to restroom facilities. These measures include, for
example, removal of obstructing furniture or vending machines,
widening of doors, installation of ramps, providing accessible
signage, widening of toilet stalls, and installation of grab bars.

Inaccessible drinking fountains, meeting rooms, offices, dining areas
and vending. The Township should take any other measures
necessary to provide access to the goods, services, facilities,
privileges, advantages, or accommodations.

Lack of access to other goods and services. The Township should take
any other measures necessary to provide access to the goods, services,
facilities, privileges, advantages, or accommodations. Since not all
barriers must be removed in order to provide program access, those
barriers that limit access to public programs, services, and activities
are given first priority. These criteria should also be used for
prioritizing the removal of barriers in future projects.

The report in Appendix B will reflect the priority number for each item identified.
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The Township can determine which elements within each property can be addressed internally as
maintenance items.

5.0 Schedule

The three determining factors outlined in section 4 will be used to create a schedule for
modifications and upgrades. This schedule should be reviewed annually in the spring, prior to
budget discussions. The schedule can be found in Appendix B.

6.0 Future Recommendations

This document addresses many of the physical interactions about ADA compliance. It is the
hope of the Township that the Disability Advisory Board could continue its review of all
programming and interfacing with the public.

7.0 Grievance Procedures

Grievance Policy under Title 11 of the Americans with Disabilities Act This Grievance Policy is
established to meet the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 ("ADA"). It
may be used by anyone who wishes to file a complaint alleging discrimination based on
disability in the provision of facilities, services, activities, or programs by the Lower Makefield
Township Parks and Recreation.

The complaint should be in writing on a Lower Makefield Township incident report that is
located on the Lower Makefield Township website Imt.org.

Alternative means of filing complaints, such as personal interviews or a tape recording of the
complaint will be made available for persons with disabilities, upon request. The complaint
should be submitted by the grievant and/or his/her designee as soon as possible but no later than
60 calendar days after the alleged violation to:

Within 15 calendar days after receipt of the complaint, the ADA Coordinator or his/her designee
will respond to the complainant to discuss the complaint and the possible resolutions.
