The November 21, 2011 meeting of the Citizens Traffic Commission was called to order at 7:30PM, by Mrs. Torbert.  
Scammel Drive – Mr. Menard and Mr. Combs were in attendance to express concern about the traffic in their neighborhood and determine what options are available.  Scammel Drive is being used as a cut-through, probably to avoid the light at Schuyler Drive/Rt. 332/Rt.432.  There are many children on the street, and though there are not many cars coming through, many on Scammel Drive are concerned about the excessive speed of some of the cars.  They said that the police do patrol the area, but wondered if enforcement could be increased, perhaps having a police car at the corner of Scammel and Highview.  After discussion, Mr. Caiola suggested that Mrs. Torbert talk to Chief Coluzzi about increasing enforcement in that area.  

Traffic Signal Timing at Edgewood and Makefield Roads – Mrs. Torbert reported that she believes the timing has been changed on this light, but she will ask Mr. Fedochak to confirm.

Oxford Valley Road and Reading Avenue Intersection - The question of whether this section of road is entirely LMT property, or part is in Yardley Borough, is still unknown; Mrs. Torbert will research.  It was noted that the signage around this area is not accurate.  Mr. Caiola suggested that the Township engineer should be asked to look at the situation after the first of the year.   In the meantime, the CTC will look at how the signage can be improved.  

Safety Issue re Soliciting Donations in Roadway – Mr. Cohn and Mrs. Torbert reported that it is illegal to stand in the road and solicit in Pennsylvania.  Mr. Caiola will talk to Chief Coluzzi before Thanksgiving to find out if there has been feedback from any residents about this practice of Penn State students.   He suggested that Mrs. Torbert update Supervisor McLaughlin on the status.
Aria Hospital – Aria submitted a revised preliminary plan, received that day, and the Township has requested comments by December 15.  The next Zoning Board Hearing with Aria will be in January.  Mrs. Torbert will review the revised plan to determine if the CTC should weigh in.
Grace Point Baptist Church – The church is asking for 238 more parking spaces.  Mrs. Torbert feels the TPD will determine whether the parking lot would be safe with the additional spaces.  
CTC Report of Accomplishments – Mrs. Torbert suggested that it is time for CTC to provide the BOS with an updated report of their accomplishments.  Mr. Cohn volunteered to find out when the last report was done; Mrs. Bray will put together a list of items accomplished since that report and forward to the CTC members, over the next month.
Minutes from October 17, 2011 CTC Meeting – The October 17 CTC minutes were unanimously approved.

· Follow up meeting for SALT Tour coordinators to assess event is being held on November 30 at 9:30AM at Fairless Hills Rescue Squad.

· The CTC is encouraged by the number of attendees – 150 - but felt the program itself had several deficiencies.  Some reasons for this were that the scheduled presenter was ill and some equipment was not working properly.

· At November 30 meeting, CTC members will bring up other concerns, such as lack of program promotion by Kramer, ineffectiveness of post event survey, lack of a distracted driving component, and the insufficiency of one useful simulator.   Mrs. Torbert will ask for results from the post survey.
· On the positive side, it was felt that the panel composed of representatives from LMTPD, St. Mary’s, the Fairless Hills Rescue Squad and SPF worked well, and that having three show times allowed for more people to attend.

· The SALT people realize the program was deficient and offered to do it again for free in March or April.  LYFT wants to participate and hopes that the CTC will participate, as well.  It was agreed by the CTC that they should take advantage of this opportunity and Mrs. Herman will get information on the makeup of the program.  

For the next program, Mrs. Torbert would like to spread as wide a net as possible for sponsors.  Mr. Hogan will draft a letter of invitation to sponsors.  

With no further business to discuss, the November 21, 2011 meeting of the Citizens Traffic Commission was adjourned at 10:00PM.  The next meeting of the CTC will be held on December 19 at the LMT municipal building at 7:30PM.
