Mr. Toadvine stated that he received a letter dated October 16, 2009, from the applicant’s attorney,
Richard Lemanowicz; the letter was marked as Board Exhibit 2. Mr. Lemanowicz is requesting
that this matter be continued and he asked that it be placed on the agenda for November 2, 2009.
In addition, the letter also rescheduled the balloon tests for this weekend coming up. Mr.
Majewski confirmed that the balloon tests will be Friday, October 23, from 7AM — 10 AM and
Saturday, October 24, from 10AM - 1PM. Mr. Malinowski asked for a motion on the continuance.

Mr. Smith moved that the matter be continued to November 2, 2009 and Mr. Gruen seconded. Mr.
Gruen asked who had known about the balloon tests, and Mr. Toadvine responded that no one had
known because, by the time they scheduled it, it had to be rescheduled. Mr. Gruen asked if the
citizens would be notified about the balloon tests and Mr. Habgood said the Township is sending
out notification letters to all the surrounding residents, advising them of the balloon tests, and it is
also on the cable channel and the Township website.

Ms. Chris Tyler, a resident, asked if the Zoning Hearing Board could give a group of residents the
authority to be at the swim club for the balloon tests. Mr. Malinowski responded that the ZHB
does not have the authority to grant that. Mr. Toadvine suggested she talk to the applicant’s
attorney. She asked if any of the Zoning Board members would be in attendance and Mr. Gruen
responded that he would. Mr. Malinowski gave Ms. Tyler the contact information for the Liberty
Towers’ attorney.
